Dear Parishioners, 
 
I hope you are staying warm and safe in these winter months.  It was nice in December to have no snow, 
but we seem to be making up for it now.  This week we observe Martin Luther King Day.  It is a good day 
for us to remind ourselves that we were and are all created in the likeness of God.  Martin Luther King Jr. 
did a wonderful job of promoting the dignity and equality of all human beings.  Each and every human 
being from the moment of their conception becomes a dignified human being and deserves the right to 
life.  The Catholic Church teaches that the basic Human Rights are:  the right to life, from conception to natural death; 
the right to live in a united family; the right to develop oneself in a moral environment; the right to develop one's 
intelligence; the right to seek and know the truth; the right to share in the work which makes wise use of the earth's 
resources; the right to support one's family; the right to establish a family and the right to religious freedom.  It is the 
job of each and every human being to help to assure these basic rights are respected by all people.

At every funeral I have had here, the family of the deceased always comments on 
how much it meant to them to have the choir present.   
 
Next weekend, some of our teens will join the teens of St. John of the Cross to go to the National March for Life in 
Washington DC.  I am so proud of these young people for going to publically support the dignity and beauty of all 
human life.  Please keep them in your prayers for safe travels.   
 
Even though we are only half way through the current school year, we are getting into high gear to plan for recruitment 
and registration for next school year.  Our School Open House will be Sunday, January 29.  If you know someone who 
is interested in our school (Preschool – Grade 8) let them know our Open House is on the 29th at Noon.  It will be an 
opportunity to see the school and meet some of the students, faculty and families who currently attend the school.  We 
have a great school that we should be very proud of!
